Did anybody celebrate 
Valentine’s Day with their 
sweetheart?  I gave my wife a 
funny card, like I usually do.  
I know why most people like 
the “Presidents” Day 
weekend.  It is for the big 
sales that the stores have.  Did any of you have a good shopping day?  George Washington 
was born on February 22, 1732.   We generally think of him as the Commander-in-chief of the 
army during the revolutionary war and as our first President.  However, George Washington 
was also a political mover and one of the shapers of our nation.  When he was 21, he joined 
the army as an officer.  Over the next six years he distinguished himself as a good soldier and 
officer during the French-Indian War.  In 1775 he went to the second Continental Congress as 
a delegate from Virginia.  The Continental Congress was a concerted effort by the colonies to 
get Britain to be less oppressive to the colonies.  At the congress Mr. Washington was elected 
commander-in-chief of the Continental Army.  He spent the next six years leading the army to 
victory over the British.  After the war some suggested that he use the army to become king.  
He declined and was instrumental in getting the army paid.  After the Articles of the 
Confederation failed to unite the country, he pushed for a more centralized government.  In 
1787 he presided over the Constitutional Convention and, in 1788, when the constitution was 
ratified, the Electoral College unanimously elected him as president.  He served for eight 
years and retired.  Washington died at the age of 67 and, in his will, freed his slaves.
