“It is literally true, as the thankless

fire.  Nothing is possessed save in appreciation, of which thankfulness is the 
indispensable ingredient.  But a thankful heart hath a continual feast.”  ~W.J. 
Cameron.  This is what it means:  The person who does not give thanks for what they 
have is someone who feels they have nothing.  They probably want a lot of things 
and what they have they take for granted.  They sit by a fire, but assume they will 
always have it, that it is their right.  So, they are not thankful.  You really can’t “have” 
something unless you appreciate it and say, as it were, it is good to have this!  This is 
impossible without being thankful for that something.  W.J. Cameron’s conclusion is 
that someone who is naturally thankful for what they have will have much to be 
thankful for.  As Brother David Steindl-Rast says, “In daily life we must see that it is 
not happiness that makes us grateful, but gratefulness that makes us happy.”
